Till a very long time, the Alipore Jail was a functional jail where a lot of important personalities
like Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose, Rishi Aurobindo Ghosh, Kazi Nazrul Islam, Jawaharlal
Neheru had once stayed as prisoners during the Independence period.
